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Georgian scientific literature is scarce in studies that analyze the
representation of women in the scientific research sector. This pa-
per represents a serious study in terms of women's involvement in
the scientific research sector in the country, scientific reflection on
the main trends in women's activity in this field, and identification
of existing challenges and future perspectives.

Based on comparative research and international practice, the
author offers practical recommendations aimed at increasing wom-
en's involvement in scientific research. These recommendations
address women's scientific activities, the prevention of negative
trends in this area, and the full integration of women into the scien-
tific research process.

The paper is based on empirical research, which further increas-
es its importance. The reasoning based on consistent scientific log-
ic and empirical data makes the author's recommendations more
well-argued and convincing.

The author demonstrates the significant role women scientists
play in tackling the most difficult challenges facing modern society.

In this sense, the significance of the work is not lim-
ited only to women's contributions in the scientific sector, but also
creates new perspectives in terms of activating scientific research
on women's activities in various sectors of society.

Historically,” it is well-known that women have been excluded
from being recognized as subjects of law. There are many opinions
about women in the works of famous philosophers. They were, for
the most part, committed to undermining (diminishing) the role
of women. Everyone remembers Kant's view. This attitude towards
women has largely contributed to their isolation from many layers
of society. This is precisely the reason why women have not been
able to excel (appear) in politics, science, and various fields of
spiritual culture. The fact that only men had the possibility of phil-
osophical thought is precisely the result of the aforementioned
ideology. If things were different, many women's names could be
included among brilliant thinkers and educators. Unfortunate-
ly, we couldn't remember a female philosopher who founded any
movement in philosophy.

Over time, attitudes towards women have changed. Noteworthy
that the dedication of some prominent and courageous women in
Europe and America in the second half of the 19th century to the rec-
ognition of their rights and equality with men. Many publicistic let-
ters on this topic were published in the Georgian press of that time
under the leadership of Great Ilia and his generation, which is well
described in the second volume of the two-volume book (19th Centu-
ry Georgia on the Highway of European Legal Culture). In this regard,
the Georgian intelligentsia has made an invaluable contribution to
better establishing the role of women's rights in the consciousness

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of our society. The crowning achievement was the first constitution of
Georgia. In 1921, not many European states took such a step.

Today, the emergence and revival of various areas of public life
are associated with the contributions of many women. It is worth
noting that Tinatin Tsereteli stands at the forefront of Georgian
criminal justice science, whose work has gained international rec-
ognition for the scientific school of Georgian law.

Although many works have been dedicated to the phenomenon
of women in human history, and it can be said that the 21st century
is the century of women, there is still much to study, analyze, and
understand. Improving the rights of women still requires the en-
thusiasm of scientists.

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Introduction

Diversity in science and innovation creates opportunities to increase
scientific human capital. This study aims to identify the differences
between the scientific research sector and university activities. Sub-
sequently, identify the reasons for the lack of women's representa-
tion in the scientific research sector by additional statistics.

Several statistics are provided within the framework of this
study. One statistic reveals the difference between university staff
and authors of scientific papers. The difference may be due to pri-
oritization of paid work, domestic work, lack of free time, lack of ex-
perience, lack of scientific potential, narrow specialization, stigmas
against women, or other factors.

It should be noted, that work-family balance policies are needed
not only by young women and men but by employees of all ages.”®
The ability of employed older women to earn a living wage for them-
selves and other vulnerable family members depends on work-fam-
ily balance policies and the availability of jobs.”

The question is, what is the societal value of this research?

This research manifests the need to increase women's role in
the development of the scientific research system and, to under-

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line the issue of women's participation in highly qualified per-
sonnel.

Postdoctoral research on women's representation in the scien-
tific research sector based on Thilisi State University and interna-
tional approaches was carried out for the first time in Georgia.

According to international studies, women generally live longer
than men due to biological and behavioral advantages, but women's
longer lives do not necessarily mean healthier lives!® It is a fact
that only women experience the potentially negative consequenc-
es and risks associated with the health and psychological state of
pregnancy and childbirth. Further, existing gender inequality is ex-
pressed in terms of income and employment. The mentioned gender
inequality originates from the time that a woman devoted to child
care, child-rearing, and family work, and if we go deeper, the result
of the mentioned time is the formation of the next generation. ™
And, in response, women remain discriminated against both from
an economic point of view (less accumulated pension, less income,
lower position) and from a moral point of view. "

According to UN Women statistics, One in every 10 women is liv-
ing in extreme poverty (10.3 per cent).®® If current trends continue,
by 2030, an estimated 8 per cent of the world’s female population -
342.4 million women and girls — will still be living on less than $2.15
a day. Most (220.9 million) will reside in sub-Saharan Africa.

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Promoting women's rights by creating an environment full of
equal opportunities should serve one simple truth: that men and
women should have decent living conditions. This leads to the main
goal: the practical realization of the right to equality and building
an environment with equal rights in society. The current issue goes
beyond the framework of purely normative regulation and becomes
part of the expanded meaning of the law, which intersects with mo-
rality, ethics, logic, and political expediency. “..the ethical or moral
element is built into the foundation of law from the beginning and
is in continuous interaction with the political (expediency) element
structured in the same foundation. The interaction of these two fun-
damental principles - moral and political - ultimately determines
the content and effectiveness of law. However, their interaction and
effectiveness are also variable, as they depend on the balance of
moral and political forces at the intersection of the respective vec-
tors. Moreover, since the moral element is always more conservative
(faithful to tradition) by its nature, and the political element is more
progressive (seeking greater benefit), an optimal balance between
them must be found and established, which is or can be achieved
through logic. This requires a certain measurement operation and
a corresponding dimensional system.“"®> A quantitative dimension
called “Legimetry” was introduced in Georgia for systematic and
methodological research of law understanding/studying.

Legimetry is a new doctrine — a general theory about dimensions.
To formulate a general theory, a correct understanding of the struc-
ture of law is necessary for its measurement. Also, understanding
the composition of law is the essential condition for determining
the ratio of its elements. By its very nature, Law is aimed at protect-
ing justice and equality.°® To implement a legitimate reaction for

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seeking (restoring) justice in a civilized world, it is first necessary to
measure and evaluate the initial action that disrupted the balance
and led to the need for a reaction.”” When we argue about the lack
of women's representation in specific areas, it is important to find
the root that created inequality and then assess the issue of pro-
portionality when implementing a legitimate reaction so that this
process does not lead to a butterfly effect.’®

The application of the principle of Legimetry'® (law estimation/
legal measurement process) will significantly assist the state in de-
termining proportionality during targeted policy-making regarding
empowering and encouraging women under the umbrella of the
right to equality and the principle of a social state.

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Regarding the Principle of the Social State
and Equality

The democratic world, in the Universal Declaration of Human Rights
adopted in 1948, loudly affirmed its belief and respect for basic hu-
man rights as a whole and highlighted human dignity and equality
principle as one of the fundamental rights among other basic rights
based on which every state strives to promote social progress and
to create a better standard of living for the people and citizens with-
in its jurisdiction..."

"..the Declaration has inspired many newly independent states
and new democracies in the process of forming and creating consti-
tutions. It is the criterion and measure of how we define, or how we
should define, what is good and what is bad."™ Decent living condi-
tions are a broad concept that crosses several human rights articles
at the same time and combines several values. In particular, the first
article of the Universal Declaration states that all human beings are
born free and equal in dignity and rights. The 22nd, 23rd, 24th, and

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25th articles of the declaration appear as reinforcing norms of digni-
ty and dignified existence. The aforementioned articles protect both
older women and people of any age and gender, and if we rely on
Article 28, everyone has the right to a social and international order
to fully exercise freedoms mentioned in declaration. In the state,
the national government is obliged to implement such a state policy
to eliminate discriminatory and unfavorable conditions among peo-
ple.”? The above-mentioned articles of the Universal Declaration of
Human Rights, which combine several values, are significant. In par-
ticular, social security is a necessary factor for maintaining dignity,
which includes the free and full development of a person, which is
significantly violated in the presence of age and gender discrimina-
tion against women.

A woman's free development and a true sense of dignity and
equality are linked to the appreciation of her abilities and self-in-
spiration. Self-inspiration and the paradigm of "women as intel-
lectually not valuable (unproductive) assets " are triggered by psy-
chological factors and historical basis. The Constitution of Georgia
acknowledges the principle of a social state (Article 5) and the right
to equality (Article 11). The Constitution of Georgia directly declares
Georgia as a social state. In addition, the state has a legislative re-
sponsibility to strengthen social justice, social equality, and social
solidarity principles. This implies the existence of a positive obliga-
tion. Accordingly, the development of an innovative research system
for social impact is a necessary mechanism for fulfilling this positive
obligation. In addition, according to the Constitution of Georgia, the
right to equality directly implies the development of special mea-
sures to ensure substantive equality between men and women and
to eliminate inequality. The Constitution of Georgia declares that

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the state ensures equal rights and opportunities for men and wom-
en. The aforementioned entry on the right to equality represents an
absolute declaration of the state's positive obligation. The National
Human Rights Protection Strategy of Georgia for 2022-2030 empha-
sizes gender and age equality, improvement of social conditions,
sustainable and inclusive economic development, and employment.
Accordingly, it is important to develop a general strategy for the
protection of human rights based on facts.™ In my opinion, this aim
can give possiblity Georgia to create joint task in research field with
research organisations. ™

To eliminate gender inequality, any legal entity, state institu-
tions, universities, scientific institutions, and physical persons must
start seeing their reflection, which includes the attitudes, behavior-
al habits, biases, stigmas, and deep-rooted beliefs that accompany
the employee's work; Reflective practice can be seen in Tools for
Transformative Change for Gender Equality!™ Accordingly, reflec-
tive practice can be defined as the development of gender-sensitive
policies individually in every company, State institutions and the
public sector using its reflection and practice."

Itis also important for state institutions, scientific institutes, and
universities to use the prevention mechanism in the form of gender

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mainstreaming. "Gender mainstreaming does not only aim to avoid
the creation or reinforcement of inequalities, which can have ad-
verse effects on both women and men.™ It also implies analysing
the existing situation, with the purpose of identifying inequalities,
and developing policies which aim to redress these inequalities and
undo the mechanisms that caused them"'"®

The creation of scientific assets (wealth) is possible only with
highly qualified personnel. "Globalisation, advanced technologies,
demographic change and migration strongly shape modern societ-
ies. To sustain their competitiveness, an optimised and effective us-
age of human capital is essential: education and qualifications have
therefore become among the most crucial factors in recent years.
" In times of short comings in the labour market, with increasing
demand for highly qualified personnel but a shrinking supply, not
least because of the demographic trends in most industrial coun-
tries, an efficient and sophisticated use of investments in human
capital is essential. In particular, facilitating higher qualifications
among women and their broader participation in the labour market
are amongst the most important means to overcome these short-
comings and trends"'?® The accumulation of women in the scientific
research system is a useful mechanism for the effective use of hu-

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man capital and, therefore, is directly linked to the creation of social
justice. Maximizing the use of intellectual resources in conducting
targeted research relevant to social welfare will be impossible with-
out the involvement of women, especially considering that women
represent an active part of the population.

Impact stories are essential for EFFORTI Online Toolbox and for
case studies. The core stones of impact stories/logical model are:
output, outcome (direct social effect), impacts (short-term, long-
term impact beyond beneficiaries). In conclusion we can assume
that in evaluation culture it is essential to use the intervention logic
model (impact stories) and evaluation specific model (identified by
EFFORTI) to achieve final targets:

e Increase the number of women in R&I positions,

e Improve working conditions / work-life balance,

e Boost professional capabilities of women to pursue promo-

tion,

e Implement gender-fair organizational structures,

e Integrate the gender dimension in research and teaching,

e Foster ethics, public engagement, science education, open

access and/or governance,

e Increase R&I outputs and impacts.

In my opinion, the intervention type of policies may include dif-
ferent formats: Mainstreaming actions, gender equality action plan
and gender budgeting.

For integrating equality in the labor market through the gender ac-
tion plan two dimensions are noteworthy. HR management consists
of a Field of Action and a Sub-field of action.

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Historical Background

It is important to understand the historical basis for assessing the
representation of women in the scientific research sector. The lack
of representation of women in the creation of scientific wealth has
precisely historical foundations.

It has been two centuries since the process of women's emancipa-
tion started, though before that, according to historical data, women
were in a discriminatory situation. Homer's “Iliad” "> depicts the Trojan
War, the beginning of which was associated with the abduction of the
beautiful Helen and the revenge of King Menelaus. In the cycle of myths
of the Trojan War, there is an episode: the king of Sparta Menelaus
carries his wife Helen naked to a celebration to welcome the Greeks.
This one episode clearly shows that in the ancient era, a woman was
identified as a creature for possession. Accordingly, the psychological
paradigm is that women are incapable of creating intellectual wealth
and therefore need less education. This psychological paradigm has
a historical basis. Accordingly, equality between women and men in
governance™ is not identical to equality in everyday life and education.

Even in the ancient period, some great philosophers emphasized
the importance of women's representation in education. The great phi-

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losopher, Plato, develops the principle of equality of men and women
in his work ‘Republic’. ‘And if so, my friend, there is no special faculty of
administration in a state which a woman has because she is a woman,
or which a man has by virtue of his sex, but the gifts of nature are alike
diffused in both; all the pursuits of men are the pursuits of women
also, but in all of them a woman is inferior to a man”?. Despite the fact
that Plato places strong emphasis on physiological factors, his philo-
sophical doctrine pronounces that for overall welfare it is necessary to
make men and women equal and ensure equality of men and women
in teaching and education.?

In ancient Greece, during the classical era, women's education
was a non-priority and limited issue. The vast majority of girls from
wealthy families received their education at home, which included
learning household chores, cooking, knitting, sewing, dancing, and
singing. The only exceptions were the hetaira (a high-class courte-
san), who received a broader education, depending on their profes-
sion (For example, Aspasia of Miletus was one of the most prominent
hetaira in ancient Greece, who later married the general of Athens,
Pericles).? School education in the ancient era was only for men, as
they were considered full citizens and had the right to vote. Here |
would like to quote the words of Pericles, one of the founders of Athe-
nian democracy, an Athenian politician, General, and famous orator.
"Pericles's Funeral Oration" is a famous speech at the end of the first
year of the Peloponnesian War as part of the annual public funeral for
the war dead:™® "And, if | am to speak of womanly virtues to those of
you who will henceforth be widows, let me sum them up in one short
admonition: To a woman not to show more weakness than is natural

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to her sex is a great glory, and not to be talked about for good or for
evilamong men"?

From the perspective of the ancient era, a woman was supposed
to be invisible and intended only for the family. Demosthenes atti-
tude towards women is also well known: "We have hetaira for plea-
sure, concubines for daily needs, and wives to bear children and
take care of the house"™® These words of Demosthenes perfectly
express the attitude towards women in ancient Greek society.”

The situation regarding women's education was much better
in ancient Rome. Almost all Roman children, regardless of gender,
were given a basic education: they were taught reading, writing, and
arithmetic. But only men could study other sciences. Most Roman
families adhered to traditional values and provided their daughters
with a certain amount of education, with the sole consideration that
a woman should not be too independent and free.

The words of the Roman philosopher Seneca are well-known,
and also clearly express the attitude of Roman society toward wom-
en's mental abilities: ""Some people are so stupid that they think
a woman can insult them. What difference does it make, what kind
of woman he is talking about, how many porters the litter has, how
many earrings she wears on her ears, how large a chair she rests in?
If she does not acquire knowledge and thorough education, she is a
mindless and wild animal, unable to restrain her passions"'?

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There was a similar situation regarding women's education in
the Middle Ages, which | will not attempt to expand on here. When
we read history, we see how attitudes towards women have been
slowly changing since the 19th century. Here | would like to quote
the words of the famous English philosopher John Stuart Mill: “"..
One of the most important foundations of the constitution is that
whoever pays the bills must also be a voter. Women pay as much as
men. Can anyone say that a woman who provides for the household,
who knows how to manage the household well, who is a teacher
and teaches more students, is less than a man who participates in
elections? Can anyone dare to convince us that this woman should
not be given the right to vote in elections?”'*

The 19th and 20th centuries open the door for women in science.
For example:

1. Dame Maria Matilda Gordon was an
eminent Scottish geologist.®** She was
the first woman to be awarded a Doc-
tor of Science degree from the Univer-
sity of London and the first woman to
be awarded a PhD degree from the Uni-
versity of Munich. Maria was considered
one of the most productive geologists
at the turn of the 20th century. She was
an active supporter of the rights and
equality of children and women.

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2. Grace Brewster Hopper was an Amer-
ican computer scientist, mathemati-
cian, and United States Navy rear ad-
miral.®> She was a pioneer of computer
programming. Hopper was the first to
devise the theory of machine-inde-
pendent programming languages. Her
discoveries are still applicable. In May
1955, Hopper was one of the founding
members of the Society of Women En-
gineers. Notable her awards: Defense
Distinguished Service Medal; Legion of Merit; Meritorious
Service Medal; American Campaign Medal; World War Il Vic-
tory Medal; National Defense Service Medal; Armed Forces
Reserve Medal with two Hourglass Devices; Naval Reserve

Her expertise in experimental
physics evoked comparisons to Ma-
rie Curie. Her nicknames include the
"First Lady of Physics", the "Chinese S
Marie Curie" and the "Queen of Nu-
clear Research". She made significant
contributions in the fields of nuclear
and particle physics.

The 20th century shows that women can make significant posi-
tive contributions to science.

It is noteworthy that the founder of the
Georgian School of Criminal Law in Georgia
was a female researcher, professor, Georgian
scientist, lawyer, and member of the Board
of Defenders Tinatin Tsereteli (born July 25,
1903, died July 8, 1980). Tinatin Tsereteli was |
a student of Luarsab Andronikashvili, a great
Georgian scolar and founder of the Georgian
School of Law. Thanks to Luarsab Andron-
ikashvili, the foundation of higher legal ed-
ucation was laid in Georgia. Tinatin Tsereteli
was the first female scholar who became the
author of fundamental research and books
in criminal justice, such as: Criminal Action and Its Consequenc-
es (1966); Doctrine on Crime, Vol. 1 (1969, T. Tsereteli, G. Tkesheli-
adze); Luarsab Andronikashvili - Defender of Revolutionaries and
Progressives (1976); Crime against the Person (1980, T. Tsereteli, V.

"The most reliable and productive way to study and evaluate a
scientist's creative legacy has always been to clarify his/her atti-
tude to key methodological problems. It is here that, ultimately, the
author's entire scientific thought comes together in a generalized
unity; Here, the correctness of its starting positions, the consistency
and persuasiveness of its argumentation, the viability of theoretical
ideas, and their practical value and prospects are most tested.

The interrelationship between the objective and the subjec-
tive is a worldview and, consequently, methodological problem
that consistently took a central place in Tinatin Tsereteli's scien-
tific work. It acquired a decisive importance for the author's sci-
entific orientation in general... It's not just that Tinatin Tsereteli
often addressed the above-mentioned, directly or indirectly, in
her selected works. The main thing is that the coverage of var-
ious aspects of this problem about criminal law issues allowed
her to create a coherent system of scientific views, which, on
the one hand, had the most beneficial impact on legislative and
judicial practice and, on the other hand, she guided the main
directions of criminal justice research in the republic for many
years. Perhaps it is reasonable to assume that it was precisely
the overcoming of the difficulties she encountered when dealing
with the problem of the objective-subjective that helped Tinatin
Tsereteli to reliably master the method of a dialectical approach
to socio-legal events, with the graceful criminal interpretation of
which she created for himself and his students a rich arsenal of
new, diverse methods of scientific analysis“'*

It is also worth noting that the researcher and scientist Fat-

4. University personnel enjoy the rights defined for employees under
the current legislation of Georgia. TSU's internal regulations define
certain rights and benefits. Parental leave for university personnel
due to pregnancy, childbirth, and childcare, as well as for adoption
of a newborn and childcare, shall be paid from the university bud-
get on the principle of refilling up to six times the amount of labor
remuneration established by the legislation issued by the relevant
state body (Article 16, paragraph 4, of the TSU Internal Regulations
and Disciplinary Responsibility Norms). Pregnant and nursing women
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employed at the university, persons who have a child under 3 years
old (Article 23 of the Internal Regulations and Disciplinary Respon-
sibility Norms) or who have a child of preschool or school (primary
school) age, in agreement with their direct supervisor, by order of the
head of administration, may start work half an hour later than the
scheduled time or leave the workplace half an hour earlier than the
scheduled time (Article 8, paragraph 3 of the Internal Regulations and
Disciplinary Responsibility Norms).

5. Human resource development plays an important role in personnel
management policy. It is worth noting that personnel development is
a continuous process. The goal is to support employees in performing
their obligations/functions defined by the employment contract at
a high level — by enhancing the necessary skills and competencies.
The university administration is guided by the requirements of the
Organic Law of Georgia — the "Labor Code of Georgia", the Law of
Georgia "On Higher Education", the University Charter, Internal Reg-
ulations, and other internal legal acts. The university administration,
both verbally and in writing, ensures that the personnel are informed
of relevant news in the event of changes to the above-mentioned
regulations, which will help employees fulfill their contractual obliga-
tions/functions at a high level (includes: persons returning from pa-
rental leave due to pregnancy, childbirth, and childcare, as well as for
adoption of a newborn and childcare).

6. For exemplary performance of official duties, long, diligent ser-
vice, performance of particularly difficult or important tasks, and
other objective grounds, the University uses various forms of staff
incentives: a) Expressing gratitude in writing; b) Transferring a mon-
etary reward; c) Awarding a gift; d) Transferring to a higher-paid
position or temporarily increasing the amount of remuneration for
the position held; e) annulling the existing (current) disciplinary
penalty. The bonus is awarded based on a written submission from
the head of the relevant structural unit, which asserts the employ-
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ee's proper and diligent performance of official duties. To promote
scientific research by academic personnel, it allocates financial re-
wards to academic personnel based on regulations developed and
approved by the relevant procedure.”**

From the above, it can be seen that Thilisi State University has
presented the positive mechanisms of differential treatment of
pregnant and nursing mothers, which are currently valid at Thilisi
State University.

From the statistics of the shares of female authors and the age
structure of authors in Georgia from Scopus Conducted by Fraun-
hofer ISI in September 2023™?, it can be seen that the number of
female authors among all authors has increased, but the number of
all authors is in stagnation. ™ Georgia belongs to the list of coun-
tries where researchers and professors have a relatively low aver-
age annual income. Also in the second figure, we can see (Source
Elsevier-Scopus, Fraunhofer ISI Calculations), that newly entered
scientists with less practice-based age have a higher percentage of
publications. 16+ and higher the practice-based age women have
very small indicators on publishing (25%).

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It is a fact that women are quite represented in university ac-
tivities; however, in the research sector, regarding scientific publi-
cations and research, the representation of women in publications
decreases with the gaining of experience-based age. Which divides
scientific academic activity into two independent spaces: Paid work-
space and paid and unpaid scientific work that requires free time
and accumulated experience.

By specific example'* about the share of women in publica-

rience-based) age instead of the biological age, women definitely
would benefit from it. As in other fields, in the labor market, women
go to the career ladder more slowly than men. Women's labor ac-
tivity has individual characterization: integration in the labor mar-
ket, unpaid domestic work, maternity leave, child rising process and
aged and gender referred stigmas which gives cross discrimination
effect’* According to statistics from UN Women, women are paid
less than men. The gender wage gap is estimated to be 20 per cent.
This means that women earn 80 per cent of what men earn, though
these figures understate the real extent of gender pay gaps, particu-
larly in developing countries where informal self-employment is prev-
alent*® According to current researches, By 2050 women globally will
still be spending almost 2.5 more hours per day on unpaid care work
than men, on the current trajectory.” If women’s unpaid work were
assigned a monetary value, it would exceed up to 40 per cent of GDP in
some countries based on conservative estimates."*® Unpaid care work
is essential to the functioning of the economy but often goes un-
counted and unrecognized."”

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a child, after maternity leave, women have less possibility to have
the same practice as men of the same age. When the Experience
level differs, competition is fictional from the beginning, and of
course, women stand in a disadvantaged situation. ™ But if em-
ployers look through an experience-based age lens, stigmas and
expectations will be proportionate to the women and men with
the experience age.™ The above-mentioned experience-based
age concept will help the state integrate people into the highly
qualified scientific sector labor market by determining their qual-
ifications, improving their skills, and providing employment op-
portunities. It is obvious that when a country has a demand for a
research system gross, the annual average remuneration is com-
paratively high, and researchers have high income, the competi-
tion between men and women increases. According to UN Women
research, increasing educational attainment in general as well as
women’s and girls’ educational attainment contributes to wom-
en’s economic empowerment.

with better education often have fewer children. However, more
effective use of female human capital leads to a broad competitive
market and knowledge-based society.””?

In the article "How to Implement Context-Sensitive Evaluation
Approaches in Countries with still Emerging Evaluation Cultures"™,
we can see the importance of research and innovation, which is
linked to an economic positive impact on countries' sustainable
development and expanding labor market. We can underline im-
portance of use of scientific evidence in policy making process and
evidence - based strategic intelligence. the result is target-based
funding and effective learning. "The importance of research and in-
novation (R&I) for the prosperity and wealth of countries and their
citizens is widely recognised. Numerous policy interventions have
been designed and implemented in Europe to address systems
and/or market failures (for an overview, see Research and Inno-
vation Observatory, https://rio.jrc.ec.europa.eu/ or OECD STI Com-
pass, https://stip.oecd.org/stip.html).

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important criteria of evolution is temporality, which means system-
atical and regular evaluation of policy instruments, policy mix and
socio-economic performance.

The largest share of publications belongs
to Thilisi State University (6,221 publications), while the number of
publications of Ilia State University and the Technical University in
2010-2023 is 2,635 and 2,073, respectively. Noteworthy that during
the years 2010-2023, the Faculty of Law of Thilisi State University has
9 publications in the Scopus database, while Ilia State University
has 2 publications. This demonstrates the scarcity of publications
and Scopus-registered journals at the Faculty of Law and the exist-
ing challenges. It is essential to analyze the table, where the share
of authors in Scopus consists of several characteristics.
Characteristics and relevant statistics:

TSU dominates — 1103 authors. Ilia State University and the

The representation of authors from the Law Faculty of Thilisi
State University and Ilia State University (with the status of
professor (GE Affiliation), where gender can be determined,
is 7 and 4 authors.

The number of female authors with professor status is 2,610
(2010-2023). This is approximately half of the authors' com-
position based on statistics on 10 universities, institutes, and
centers.

The authors of the law faculties of Thbilisi State University and
Ilia State University are underrepresented in the Scopus da-
tabase.

Noteworthy that the share of authors with GE affiliation who
have no gender affiliation (gender cannot be determined) is

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4,676 (2010-2023).° However, this still does not change the
reality at the Faculty of Law, as only 2 authors are recorded
in this ranking.

If we rely on the raw data of the Fraunhofer Research Insti-
tute (2010-2023 period), the share of women authors in Sco-
pus is 47.5%. For example, in the Scopus database, the share
of women in Scopus at Thbilisi State University in these years
is 45.2%, at the Andria Razmadze Institute of Mathematics it
is 8.2%, and at Thilisi State Medical University it is 56.5%.
The average scientific age has increased by 9 years from 2010
to 2023. However, it varies by year. The highest scientific age
was recorded at TSU in 2022 - 12 years. And in 2023, the scien-
tific age was 11 years. The scientific age at the TSU Faculty of
Law in 2023 is 4. Noteworthy that the Elephter Andronikash-
vili Institute of Physics and the Andria Razmadze Institute of
Mathematics have the highest scientific age, 25 and 23.

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The crucial issue for academic staff is finding a balance between
teaching, administrative functions, and research. “In this regard,
some authors (Archer, 2008; Stupnisky et al., 2015) show that aca-
demics in early career stages (typically younger academics) experi-
ence difficulties in attaining a balance between the various profes-
sional roles, especially between teaching and research. In the study
by Archer (2008), the younger academics reported increasing pres-
sures to build a publications record rapidly. They felt that they were
“inauthentic” and “unsuccessful” academics if they were unable to
prove their worth through the continuous production of research
outcomes (i.e. publications and research grants). Moreover, they
also sensed that their teaching abilities were not properly valued.
Similarly, in the study by Stupnisky et al. (2015), the new faculty (in
early career stages) recounted difficulties in finding a balance be-
tween the various professional roles and between academic work
and their personal lives. In this regard, female faculty reported less
personal balance”®

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“One may argue that getting kids is choice, but the fact that the
bulk of domestic labor and of child-care is done by women, is no
‘self-selection’ but a social selection process (c.f. Fox 2005, Fox et
al. 2011). This brings us to a variety of differences between male
and female researchers, which are partly choice (self-selection) and
partly based on social selection. Female researchers have a lower
degree of specialization (Leahey 2006), tend to work in other disci-
plines, tend to focus more on teaching, tend to work at universities
and departments with lower reputation, and have a less developed
international collaboration and co-authoring network (Allison and
Long 1990; McNamee et al. 1990; Dundar and Lewis 1998; Prpic 2002;

The different background (situation) is displayed on the diagram of
the doctoral program at Thilisi State University. Completing a doc-
toral program and obtaining a doctoral degree is directly related to
scientific and fundamental research activities, with the increase in
publication quantity and the development of the scientific sector.
According to the diagram, the university has the lowest enrollment
rate for doctoral programs across all faculties in 2024. Also, if we
look at the exclusion section: the majority of those excluded are
women. One of the reasons for exclusion (quantitatively more) is
"due to the expiration of the 5 years from the suspension of student
status"'®

According to current statistics from EU countries, unlike Geor-
gia, women are underrepresented in academic and administrative
staff, although the balance between the two genders is maintained
in doctoral programs. The Directorate-General for Research and In-
novation's report "She Figures", which presents statistics by gender
in research and innovation, provides on page 34 the Ratio of Bach-
elor's graduates to Bachelor’s entrants, by sex and broad field of
study, 2021.%“ Also, on page 38 of the same report is noteworthy

She Figures 2021 found that, in 2018, 48 % of Doctoral graduates
were women, meaning that gender balance has been reached.”
Women continue to comprise around half of Doctoral graduates in
the EU, and gender balance is observed in most countries examined
in "She Figures" women represent approximately half (48 %) of Doc-
toral graduates at EU level.®® Gender balance (where women com-
prise between 40 % and 60 % of the population) has been achieved
among Doctoral graduates in all Member States except Cyprus,
where women make up the majority (66 %) and Austria, where wom-
en remain the minority (just under 40 %).%° Gender balance has also
been achieved in Associated Countries, with the exception of Bosnia
and Herzegovina (where women are slightly underrepresented).”

Noteworthy, that at the EU level, when considering all fields,
gender balance is achieved among Bachelor's, Master's, and Doc-
toral students and graduates.”” However, as women advance in aca-
demia, their representation decreases, especially at top positions.”?
Women remain underrepresented in full professorship across all

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fields, holding only 30% of these positions. This underrepresenta-
tion is evident in the fields of Humanities and the Arts (38%), Social
Sciences (35%), and Medical and Health Sciences (33%).73

The national childcare ecosystem and appropriate mecha-
nisms for women's economic empowerment have an essential
impact on the representation of women in the number of re-
searchers. According to paper ,Gender and patterns of temporary
mobility among researchers®: ,In order to identify the circum-
stances behind stronger glass ceiling effects, it is important to
look at the professional and personal parts of women research-
ers' lives that influence their careers. In particular, institution-
al frameworks facilitating, or jeopardizing, work-life balance for
women research career paths across countries... Additionally, the
provision of formal childcare services allows Spain to rank sixth
out of the 27 EU countries in the weekly time that children up to
three of age are cared for by formal arrangements, such as infant
schools or other facilities. Spain ranks also above the EU average
in the same indicator applied to children between three years
and mandatory school age (European Commission 2013 b:11)...
Apart from formal institutional arrangements, the ‘childcare
ecosystem’ affecting women’s professional careers is also deter-
mined by cultural attitudes towards traditional gender roles.”"
Different attitudes exist in each country towards gender roles.
Gender related stereotypes have different explanations and roots
due to the cultural and political environment. According to the
statistical data presented in the article, Spanish women devote
less time than Italian women to unpaid work and care work. In

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Spain, however, 265000 working women report working part-time
due to caring responsibilities compared to 12600 men who work
part-time for the same reason.””

“..In a recent review, Ceci and Williams (2011) discuss the ev-
idence about gender bias in science, in journal reviewing, grant
funding, and in hiring. They claim not to find evidence support-
ing the existence of discrimination against women in science. The
authors conclude that the unequal position of women in science
would be based on quality differences between male and female
researchers that may partly be based on own career related choic-
es, and partly on discriminatory arrangements not in science but
in society at large—e.g., inequalities related to division of domes-
tic work and child care...””” There are different opinions about un-
equal representation of women and men in research sector. For
example, according to the scientific ability explanation, male and
female academics differ in biological and psychological character-
istics, influencing research output.” But according to the second
explanation, in the early career, researchers get children and start
a family, which affect women more than men, as women still take
responsibility of the larger part of domestic work and child-care.””®
So, this may translate in less time for research, only later in ca-
reer women catch up sometimes with male researchers, but lack

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of early productivity of course has negative affects on researcher’s
career ladder.”

Creating gender policy documents and mainstreaming is impos-
sible without using social research, statistical analysis, comparative
methods, and evidence-based research.

It is also interesting to note that The European Research
Council (ERC) funding scheme classifies law within the social sci-
ences and humanities sector, identifying legal science as a social
science.'°

From my point of view, Doctor of Law Maria Vittoria Catanzariti,
in her work, also analyzes the close links, differences, and mutual in-
fluence of legal science, social sciences, and the humanitarian sec-
tor. ,The way by which the law can be defined as a social science—as
a science that studies the relationships between individuals within
society as well as the interaction between legal systems and other
social systems—cannot be reduced to technicalities; otherwise, it
will fail to dominate its object. To survive as a social science, law
must therefore always be capable of being a surplus with respect to
its techniques...L.aw can be considered a social science in terms of
structure and a humanity in terms of content..The law must investi-
gate human activities in their reality but test them in their regulato-
ry tightness that approximates a social law... the double soul of the
law is deeply rooted in the tension between the social sciences and
humanities that emerges constantly“®'

The social sciences can become a supporting force for legal

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methodology, but should not replace it."®? Historical precedents, po-
litical science, sociology, economics, statistics, and technology can
be used to improve legal interpretation.®® However, law beyond a
purely legislative framework, is much deeper and more comprehen-
sive, which is connected to the soul of nations.

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Conclusion

In the 21st century, innovative research contributes to achieve social
impact and social justice. To understand deeply science and innova-
tion policy, it is essential to define the challenges of women's rep-
resentation in science and identify relevant problems. Accordingly,
the challenges facing Georgia are interesting from the perspective
of both scientific and innovation-oriented policies. The basis of in-
novation is scientific research, therefore women should equally par-
ticipate in the development of scientific research. Correspondingly,
the potential of men and women in creating scientific wealth should
be enabled to develop equally.

Historical, and socio-cultural paradigms related to women's role,
emancipation, and factor of importance factually define women's
life cycle. Women come across lots of barriers throughout their lives,
which are related to family care activities, domestic unpaid work,
psychological stress, the stagnation of labour skills during that pe-
riod of time, obsolescence of knowledge, and biological changes
caused by pregnancy and childbirth. Ultimately, along with ageing,
women end up being discriminated against economically, which
means a smaller amount of funded pension compared to men, or
completely suspended funded pension, low income, lower position
at work, minimum chance at career advancement, work skills re-
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quiring upgrade and practice to be acquired“’®* According to statis-
tics on academic and scientific personnel employed at Thilisi State
University, women and men are approximately equally represented
among academic staff, which is a positive dynamic. However, it is
interesting to note that women make up the vast majority of staff
invited to higher educational and professional programs. It is also
worth noting that academic staff have higher salaries than invited
staff. This fact demonstrates that the women's problem exists for
not earning high incomes. “Gender relations, in fact, structure the
entire life cycle and influence access to resources and opportuni-
ties. This is characterised by an ongoing, regular® and cumulative
impact. Different circumstances, unequal conditions that determine
the life of men and women in old age, are a result of a whole life-
long process and experience.”’® A life-cycle approach is considered
a useful strategy for addressing complex discrimination based on
both gender and age.® A life-cycle approach analyzes discrimina-
tion in terms of the accumulation of forms of discrimination that
may affect different stages of a person's life, and at the same time
considers the positive contribution made by employees to society
at different stages.®® The positive contribution also includes the
unpaid care work of employed women. It is a fact that the life cy-
cle approach has a 'helping function', in particular, it helps to en-
sure that the discrimination a woman faces at one stage of her life

Domestic labour, child care, a lower degree of specialization, a
focus on teaching, work in universities and departments, less devel-
oped international collaborations, and less academic support lead
to less research and more teaching™

It is possible to eliminate negative stereotypes and transform
the paradigm - "men have the ability of scientific thinking and also
have more opportunities to create scientific wealth" - by neutraliz-
ing the existing stigmas against women, the foundations of which
are in historical context. Removing these barriers and stigmas could
have a cascading positive effect on increasing women's participation
in the research sector. Ultimately, greater involvement of human re-
sources will become a prerequisite for the rapid development of the
research sector. The 21st century has demonstrated the contribution
of science to overcoming social issues. Using scientific and innova-
tive research is an effective mechanism for achieving social justice,
fulfilling the positive obligation corresponding to the principle of
the social state declared by the Constitution of Georgia, achieving
sustainable development goals, ensuring cultural and societal de-
velopment, economic relevance, and targeted state policymaking.
Therefore, the research sector's development is a necessary and de-
cisive factor for achieving social impact. The University's statistics
on the doctoral program and second statistics on the participation
of women in academic staff differ in content. The underrepresenta-

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tion of women in the successful completion of doctoral programs'™
clearly reflects the lack of women in publications and scientific re-
search in particular. The above-mentioned is a challenge however it
can be tackled by developing an evaluation culture and intervention
policies. The state and the university can implement these types of
interventions: The state should selectively fund doctoral students
with newborns or preschool children, following special criteria,
established requirements. Financial support will help women for
work-life balance. Also, TSU can extend the duration of the doctoral
program for female students. (This requires amendments in the cur-
rent national regulatory framework). If we look at Spain's example',
public infant childcare facilities and strengthening such a system
of public kindergartens would positively impact women's work-life
balance in Georgia.

male researchers from TSU are listed in Scopus. Accordingly, we can
draw two conclusions and identify two potential problems: 1) Fe-
male professors/researchers in law faculties are underrepresented
in the scientific research sector, particularly in publications (at the
national and international levels) and 2) The shortage of Scopus-ac-
credited international refereed law journals at the national level is
visible because generally, both female and male law professors are
underrepresented in the Scopus database.
